Entry Requirements

case by case basis looking at the individual profile and the work/life experience etc.

Career Prospects

The recognised progression route for this course is the BA (Hons) Business - Top-up Degree. Graduates have
employment prospects in a wide range of business disciplines, for example, business management, consultancy,
accountancy, consumer research, statistical analysis, marketing and retail management.

Course Modules
